B1 MEMBERSHIP

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B3.2 In the event of an office not being filled at the Annual General

B3.2.3 At this meeting and subsequent meetings vacant position
nominations are to come from qualified clubs ( a qualified
club is a club which had at least one senior team
competing in the previous season and has no linked
director elected.)

B3.2.4 The nominated person must be capable of participating in
Board activities immediately and be prepared to accept
Minimum Performance Levels of an officer as set by the
Association.

B3.2.5 While vacant officer positions exist, qualified clubs are to
be charged a levy determined at the last Annual General
Meeting.

B3.2.6 The responsibilities of unfilled officer positions are to be
assumed by existing officers and these responsibilities will
be determined at each monthly meeting.

B4 REGISTRATION OF MEMBERS
B4.1 All members shall be registered annually on Registration Cards or

Members Lists as required by the Board of Directors. For playing
members these must be lodged with the Director of Administration
before 4.00 p.m. on the Wednesday prior to the first match in
which the players(s) to be registered wish to play.
Under age players are required to provide proof of age if requested
by the Permits Officer.
The gender of all under age players shall be shown on registration
records.

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B4.2 Except as allowed in B4.3 below, no player shall be allowed to
compete in any match under the control of the Association unless
that player has been registered and any dispute shall be referred to
the Permits Officer.

The designated head coach and any other persons in the coaches
area during a match must be registered members of the
Association.

B4.3 B4.3.1 A player who has previously been registered with the
Association may play one (1) qualifying round match prior
to the submission of the appropriate Registration Card
which must then be accompanied by a late registration
fee.

B4.3.2 A player who has not previously been registered with the
Association may play no more than two (2) qualifying
round matches without payment of any registration fee
provided that the appropriate Registration Card is
submitted with the match report for the first match that
the player played.

B4.4 Application may be made for a Guest Player to play for a maximum
of three (3) qualifying round matches provided this does not cause
a club to have more International Players than permitted under
Rule H3.5.

B5.1 The Board of Directors shall arrange for a Permits Officer to be

appointed to consider matters pertaining to eligibility of players and
teams to play and to validate previous weeks match reports.

B6.1 Each club shall notify the Board of Directors of the full name,

address and telephone number of the Club President and Club
Secretary before December 1 in each year or within ten (10) days
of any change.

to club secretaries by mail or by telephone or by facsimile; to
registered members by publication in the WA Lacrosse Gazette,
shall be deemed to have been communicated when sent.

C6.2 The Team Selection Committee shall be comprised as follows: Team selection
committee.

C6.2.1 The Coach who shall have a casting vote if required, and
C6.2.2 Up to two (2) Assistant Coaches, and/or
C6.2.3 Up to two (2) Selectors.

C6.3 All state and regional team officials shall be appointed by the Board
of Directors.

C6.4.1 Players will only be considered for selection in the lowest
level age category competition for which they are eligible.
The Director responsible for Junior Lacrosse may
recommend any exemptions for consideration by the
Board of Directors.

C6.4.2 International players are not eligible for selection as
players in any state or regional team. Any appeal for
exemption based on special circumstances must be
recommended to the Board of Directors by either the
Director responsible for Senior or the Director responsible
for Junior Lacrosse.

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Section D FINANCE

D1 FINANCE - GENERAL
D1.1 The Board of Directors shall fix the amount of annual subscription

for each financial year and this shall be related to the number and
grade of individual members registered and/or teams nominated by
the clubs

Annual

D1.2 The amount or method of calculation of such annual subscription
shall be decided upon by the Board of Directors and clubs shall be
notified before March 1, the date stipulated by the Board of
Directors for nomination of teams. The Board of Directors may
provide an estimate of future fees, levies and subscriptions prior to
this date.

D1.3 In addition to the annual subscription the Board of Directors may
fix such levies, fines or charges as it deems necessary and shall
stipulate the date by which such levies, fines or charges shall be
payable. The Board of Directors may apply a penalty in the form of
a rate of interest which is one percent above the Cash
Management Rate at that time to be applied to any fees which are
not paid before the stipulated date.

D1.4 In the event of any club failing to pay their subscriptions or other
levies fines or charges by June 1, that club shall incur a 10%
surcharge on the amount owing. That club shall be notified of the
amount owing by correspondence from the Director of Finance
addressed to the official club address. Should the club not be
financial by 4.00pm on the tenth day from the date of posting,
then that club:

D1.4.1 shall not score premiership points in any matches played
by any team of that club until such time as the
outstanding amount has been paid, and

D1.4.2 is suspended and its members shall not be eligible to
vote at any Association meeting.

D1.5 Should a club be suspended the club shall be notified by
correspondence to the official club address.

D1.6 The outstanding amount must be paid within twenty four (24)
hours before the commencement time of any match for
premiership points to be scored or the commencement time of a
Board of Directors meeting for the club members to have voting
rights.
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D2 STATE AND REGIONALTEAM SPONSORSHIP 32.2005

State and/or regional teams competing in national championships and/or
tournaments conducted under the auspice of Lacrosse Australia shall be
granted sponsorship by the Association according to the following:

E1 AWARDS
E1.1 Awards shall be presented for reasons as determined by the

Board of Directors and winners of such awards shall be selected
using methods as determined by the Board of Directors.

E1.5 All Association trophies shall be retained by the Board of Directors
in a secure place. Trophies shall not be loaned except that a club
may be permitted the loan of a trophy for a period not exceeding
one (1) week on the payment of a $100.00 bond which shall be
forfeit if the trophy is returned with any damage.

E1.6 Clubs conducting Association licensed events may award players
or teams, awards or medallions or certificates in recognition of
excellence or performance or participation, however the official
Association logo may not be used on any of these awards without
the prior approval of the Board of Directors.

E2 INCENTIVE SCHEMES
E2.1 The Association may operate an incentive scheme with monetary

rewards being provided to clubs with the highest, second highest
and third highest number of points at the end of the season.
Points will be awarded and deducted according to a schedule
which will be advised to clubs by the end of March in each year.

E2.2 The Association may operate an annual fee rebate scheme to be
known as the Club Participation Scheme to reward clubs that
participate effectively in activities as endorsed by the Board of
Directors.

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Section F BREACHES

F1 BREACHES OF THE RULES OR LAWS OF LACROSSE
F1.1 In the case of any breach of the Laws of Lacrosse or of the

Constitution or Rules of the Association relating to the
management of the Association or the conduct of lacrosse matches
or person(s) involved therein, the Permits Officer shall at his sole
discretion have power:

F1.1.1 to order any match to be replayed and/or
F1.1.2 to award a match against an offending club and/or
F1.1.3 to suspend for any period during the season, or any

subsequent season(s) any club, team or player and/or
F1.1.4 to impose on any club, team or player a fine and/or
F1.1.5 to cause any club to lose premiership points in any grade.

F1.2 The club shall be responsible for payment to the Association of any
fines or penalties imposed on its teams or players.

Clubs to pay
fines or
penalties.

F1.3 Appeals against the Permits Officers decisions shall be submitted in
writing to the Board of Directors within fourteen (14) days of such
decision. The Board of Directors shall then review the complaint
within fourteen (14) days of lodgement of the appeal and its
decision shall be binding.

F1.4 The Board of Directors shall have the power to inflict any of the
foregoing penalties (as if complaint had been made under the
provisions of Rule F1.1) if at any meeting it shall come to the
knowledge of the Board of Directors that any affiliated club team or
member of such club or team shall have committed any breach of
the Laws of Lacrosse or of the Constitution or Rules of the
Association.

F1.5 The Board of Directors shall have the power to request the
Commissioner(s) to investigate and determine any matter or
complaint as provided for in Rule F2.3

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F2 COMMISSIONER(S)
F2.1 Before March 1 in each year the Board of Directors will appoint one

or two Commissioners. The Commissioner(s) will adjudicate on all
reports made under Rule F2 and will have the power to suspend,
warn, reprimand or clear such reported person(s). The
Commissioner(s) shall keep a record of all persons reported
including the date and nature of the alleged offence as well as any
penalties applied, if any.

F2.2 If a referee, umpire or bench official deems an incident of rough
play or misconduct (including the use of indecent, threatening,
abusive or other inappropriate language) of sufficient importance
he or she may report such incident. Any player participating in the
match or any team official (ie: coach, statistician or assistant or
club bench official) within the defined bench area during the match
may be the subject of a report. Such player or team official must,
at the time of the incident, be informed that the alleged offence is
to be reported and the team coach or the team manager must also
be advised. If such incident occurs in the area controlled by the
Chief Bench Official he or she must immediately signal the referees
to suspend play, and advise them of the incident. A player or team
official may be the subject of a report at any time from the time of
arrival of the relevant referee, umpire or Chief Bench Official at the
match venue until the time of his or her departure from the match
venue.

F2.3 The Board of Directors may also direct any written complaint from
an affiliated club to the Commissioner(s), providing such complaint
refers to a player or team official (as defined in F2.2) participating
in a match.

F2.4 The reporting official in respect of F2.2 above shall forward to the
Commissioner(s), the Permits Officer and to the reported person
within three (3) days of the report, a statement in writing on
approved report form giving details of the reported persons name,
number (if relevant) and team and sufficient details to clearly
identify the nature of the offence complained of.

F2.5 Any player or team official the subject of a complaint from the
Association under Rule F2.3 shall be advised in writing within three
(3) days of receipt of the complaint by the Director responsible for
Administration, of the nature of the complaint and that the
Commissioner(s) has been requested to investigate it.

F2.6 The reported person or their club may forward to the
Commissioner(s) within three (3) days of being advised of the
report by the reporting official or the Association, a statement in
writing in defence of the alleged actions of the reported person.
The reported persons telephone contact and available times are to
be included in any defence submission.

F2.7 The reported person and the club shall be notified of the

Commissioners ruling in writing within a further three (3) days.

F2.8 If the Commissioner(s) considers that there is insufficient or
conflicting information contained in any written report submitted to
the Commissioner(s) then in such an event the Commissioner(s)
may direct the Director responsible for Administration or his
nominee to convene a hearing at which the Commissioner may
receive verbal evidence from the parties and witnesses. Such
hearing shall be convened to take place within forty eight (48)
hours of the final date for receipt of statements from the reported
person. The Director responsible for Administration or his nominee
shall make a written record of the proceedings.

F2.9 The Commissioner(s) shall notify the Director responsible for
Administration and the Permits Officer and the Secretary of
ALRA(WA) of the result of all reports within twenty four (24) hours
of the matter being finalised.

F2.10 The reported person or their club may appeal against the ruling

within two (2) days of notification. Such appeal, addressed to the
Director responsible for Administration must be in writing and be
lodged with a bond which will be refunded after any successful
appeal. The appeal must be heard by the Appeals Sub Committee
within two (2) days of lodgement. Non attendance by the
reported person will result in the appeal being dismissed and the
Commissioners ruling upheld.

F2.11 If the Director responsible for Administration considers that any
penalty imposed upon a reported person found guilty of improper
conduct by the Commissioner(s) is inadequate or lenient, then the
Director responsible for Administration in his or her sole discretion
may appeal against the adjudication by lodging a notice in writing
of such an appeal within forty eight (48) hours of the date of the
adjudication having been given by the Commissioner(s) and in
such event the Appeals Sub-Committee shall be convened within
forty eight (48) hours thereafter to consider and determine such
appeal.

F2.12 In the event the Commissioner(s) is/are not available, the
President may appoint a proxy.

F2.13 A player is ineligible to play in any division until the suspension
period has been served in the division in which the suspension
was incurred.

F2.14 The Board of Directors shall appoint an Appeals Sub-Committee

of at least seven (7) of which any three (3) shall be required to
hear an appeal against the Commissioners findings under Rule 4
or a complaint by a State Team Official, or any other complaints
referred to it by the Association. The persons sitting on the
Appeals Sub-Committee shall be neutral parties.

F2.15 The Director responsible for Administration or his nominee shall

select a Chairman and arrange for two (2) other Sub-Committee
members to hear the appeal.

F2.16 The Appeals Sub-Committee shall read the reporting official
account of the incident.

F2.17 The reporting official(s) may be called to substantiate the report
and answer questions where necessary.

F2.18 The reporting official(s) shall then be asked to leave while the
reported person gives his or her version of the alleged offence or
complaint and answers questions where necessary.

F2.19 Witnesses for both the reporting official(s) and/or the reported
person may then be individually called to give their version of the
alleged offence and answer questions where necessary.

F2.20 The Appeals Sub-Committee shall obtain and give due
consideration to all findings and reports, whether verbal or
written, from the Commissioner(s).

F2.21 The reporting official(s) and the reported person may then be
recalled to ask questions of each other and/or to answer further
questions of the Appeals Sub-Committee.

F2.22 The Appeals Sub-Committee shall then meet in private and
determine as to whether or not the Commissioners findings
should be altered. The Appeals Sub-Committee is not bound by
Rule 14.2.

F2.23 The Appeals Sub-Committee Chairman shall then make notes of
the findings and inform the reported person and the reporting
official(s) and the Commissioner(s) and the Director responsible
for Administration of the results of the Appeals Sub-Committee
deliberation.
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F2.24 The Director responsible for Administration shall notify the
Permits Officer and the Secretary of ALRA(WA) and the clubs
involved of the results.

F2.25 Where a player is suspended for a period greater than five (5)

years the Board of Directors may, on written application signed by
the President of the club of which that person is a member,
review the suspension. Such application shall not be made until
the expiration of a period of five (5) years from the imposition of
the penalty.

F2.26 Unless specifically stated otherwise by the Commissioner in his

findings, any suspension shall be defined as follows:

period defined.

F2.26.1 If Suspension is for a Specified Number of
Matches: matches are qualifying round or final round
matches in the Association premiership competition.
This does not include other supplementary Association
tournaments. The suspended player shall not be eligible
to participate in any supplementary Association
tournaments for the period between the Commissioners
ruling and the last match of the suspension imposed.
